The Endless Night
In this section the word “night” takes on a new meaning for the author. The following is a quote from page 34:


Never shall I forget that night, the first night in camp, which has turned my life into one long night seven times sealed. 
Never shall I forget that smoke. 
Never shall I forget the small faces of the children, whose bodies I saw transformed into smoke under a silent sky. 
Never shall I forget those flames that consumed my faith forever. 
Never shall I forget that nocturnal silence that deprived me for all eternity of the desire to live. 
Never shall I forget those moments that murdered my God and my soul and turned my dreams to ashes. 
Never shall I forget those things, even were I condemned to live as long as God Himself. Never.


In this passage, Wiesel tells how one single experience changed his life forever. He would literally never see the world through the same eyes again after this night.

Write 1+ page exploring the meaning of the above quote in light of what you read in this section, then making a connection to a personal experience of your own. 
Explore the following in your writing (do not number it, but write it all together):

1. How is Wiesel changed by his first night in the camp? What happens that makes him feel this way?

2. What does night come to symbolize for him?

3. Describe, using concrete details and imagery, an event of experience in your life that, in a single moment, changed how you see the world

4. What changed in you? Why did it change? What was new about how you saw the world after that experience?

5. How do you feel about the experience and how it impacted you?

6. If you could, would you take it back and see the world like you did before?
